We wrote to you last week to inform you that the next teacher industrial action is taking place
on Wednesday 5th July and Friday 7th July.

The decision to close the
school, or to send pupils home, is never taken lightly, but in this instance (in which a ballot has
been held to take lawful industrial action), the school has no choice but to take appropriate steps to
ensure the health, safety and well-being of all pupils.

Tapton transition day is now on Thursday 6th July only, this is
also our whole school transition day.
