You can use pencils, felt tips or paint for your design and you can write notes if you want
extras like glitter, decoupage, etc. as these can be added afterwards.

e Dimensions of the actual cub are height 0.76m, width 0.36m and length 0.97m.

All entries should be handed into class teachers by Wednesday 11th February, ready for judging
before half term.
